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Feed what you grow!  N – P – K 

N is for nitrogen. It helps make leaves green. Cabbage is full of green leaves and loves nitrogen.

P is for phosphorous. It makes strong roots and fruits.  Potatoes, carrots and tomatoes like phosphorous.

K is for potassium. It helps plants stay healthy.  All vegetables need potassium!
Beans?  They put nutrients IN the soil.  Lucky for corn. They take nutrients OUT of the soil!
